
MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE
BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF

October 4,2017

A Regular Meeting of the Board of Directors of Vista Irrigation District was held on Wednesday,

October 4,2017 at the offices of the District, 1391 Engineer Street, Vista, California.

1. CALL TO ORDER

President Miller called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m.

2. ROLL CALL

Directors present: Miller, Vásquez, and Sanchez.

Directors absent: Dorey and MacKenzie.

Staff present: Eldon Boone, General Manager; Lisa Soto, Secretary of the Board; Brett Hodgkiss,
Assistant General Manager; Don Smith, Director of Water Resources; Brian Smith, Director of
Engineering; Randy Whitmann, Engineering Project Manager; Frank Wolinski, Operations and Field
Services Manager; Alisa Nichols, Management Analyst; Al Ducusin, Engineering Services Manager;
Marlene Kelleher, Finance Manager; and Marian Schmidt, Administrative Assistant. Back-up General
Counsel Jeremy Jungreis was also present.

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DIVISION REPORTS

See staffreport attached hereto.

General Manager Eldon Boone provided background regarding the change in the storage of water
in Lake Henshaw, as shown in the Division Reports for the month of August. He noted that the change,
shown as a "loss", is attributable to releases of water from the Lake and to evaporation.

Director of Engineering Brian Smith updated the Board regarding projects for the replacement of
Nipponite pipe. He stated that the 5.1 miles of Nipponite pipe replacement is currently in the final stages
ofdesign and should be going out to bid by the end ofthe year. He added that construction ofthe projects
should be completed by the end of following year.

Engineering Project Manager Randy Whitmann updated the Board regarding a study on the
rehabilitation alternatives for the Beehive Bench and siphon. Mr. Whitmann said that staff is still
evaluating the alternatives presented in the study, including the application of epoxy, the use of slip
lining, or completely undergrounding the bench. Mr. Whitmann stated that all of the alternatives are
comparable in cost. Mr. Whitmann provided an update on the status of the District's master plan.

Director Vásquez recalled a brochure he provided for staff a few months ago from a fîrm that
specializes in a pipeline lining that could extend the life of a pipe without decreasing its pressure. He
asked if this would be a viable solution for the Beehive Bench and siphon; Mr. Whitmann responded
affirmatively.Mr. whitmann discussed the pros and cons of this type of solution.

Mr. Whitmann updated the Board on the HP Reservoir Rehabilitation Project, stating that the
installation of the roof and columns is almost complete and that the reservoir should be online by the end
of October; fencing and asphalt replacement should be completed by the end of November.

Operations and Field Services Manager Frank Wolinski updated the Board regarding a taste and
odor issue that was reported on in the Union Tribune (article attached hereto as exhibit A). He stated that
on Monday, the District received three calls complaining about an unpleasant taste and odor in the water.
Mr. Wolinski said that staff at the Escondido-Vista Water Filtration Plant (EVWFP) confirmed that there
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was an issue with the chlorine dioxide feed, which is used to control taste and odor in the water. He said

that in the following week the District received about 90 calls regarding the taste and odor of the water.

Mr. Wolinski attributed the unpleasant taste and odor possibly to an algae bloom in the local water

supply. He noted that this is an aesthetic issue, not a water quality or health issue. Mr. Wolinski stated

that the District had switched to water from other sources to alleviate the taste and odor issue.

8. CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE REVISIONS

Mr. Boone stated that the District's Conflict of Interest Code (Code) is updated on even

numbered years, or more often if needed. He noted that staff is recommending an amendment to the Code

at this time to reflect the new ooWater Resources Specialist" position, which takes the place of the "Vy'ater

Resources Engineer" position. He added that one other amendment is recommended under the Disclosure

Categories for the Operations and Field Services Manager position, adding Disclosure Category 1, due to
the level of responsibility this position has for making or participating in governmental decisions.

Al Ducusin left the meeting following the above discussion.

9. MATTERS PERTAINING TO THE ACTIVITIES OF THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY
\ilATER AUTHORITY

President Miller reported that the California Supreme Court declined to hear the lawsuit between
the San Diego County Water Authority (Water Authority) and the Metropolitan Water District
(Metropolitan), thereby rendering the findings of the appellate court as final. The Water Authority board

will hold a workshop to discuss how to move forward in light of this new development.

Mr. Boone commented on a letter received from the Municipal Water District of Orange County
(MWDOC) (attached hereto as Exhibit B). He stated that the letter encourages Water Authority member

agencies to put the lawsuit that had been between the Water Authority and Metropolitan in the past and

move forward in the spirit of cooperation. The letter points out that MWDOC and the Water Authority
had worked together on issues at Metropolitan and expressed a desire to rebuild and restore that

relationship. President Miller commented that he agrees it is time to move forward.

Mr. Boone stated that the Water Authority board held a closed session on September 28, after
which Water Authority staff reached out to the San Luis Rey Indian Water Authority to set up a meeting
in November to work out the start date for wheeling the water associated with the San Luis Rey Indian
Water Rights Settlement (Water Rights Settlement).

MEETINGS AND BVENTS

Director Sanchez reported on his attendance at the California Special Districts Association
(CSDA) Conference the previous week in Monterey. He commented that he found the conference to be
very educational, noting that he attended a breakout session on the press and media and another on water
rates. Mr. Boone noted that at the conference the District received its Transparency Certificate of
Excellence and was also reaccredited as a District of Distinction. Mr. Boone stated that Director Sanchez
was individually honored at the conference for his completion of the Special District Leadership
Academy and was awarded Recognition in Special District Governance. Director Sanchez thanked staff
and the Board for its support through the process.

Director Vásquez requested to attend the meeting of the Council of Water Utilities (COWU) on
October 17,2017 in Poway. President Miller requested authorization to attend the Colorado River Water
Users Association (CRWUA) Conference in Las Vegas December 13-15, 2017. He requested that no
arrangements be made on his behalf yet, stating that he would make a final decision about attending when
the date gets closer. Director Sanchez said that he is considering attending either a tour of the Colorado
River or the Hoover Dam early next year, adding that he would review the agendas and decide later.

11. ITEMS FOR FUTURE AGENDAS AND/OR PRESS RELEASES

Mr. Boone stated that the public hearing regarding the District's rate adjustment policy was
scheduled for the October 18 Board meeting and that so far no protests have been received.

12. COMMENTS BY DIRECTORS

Director Vásquez commented on an article he read regarding a lawsuit filed by the Palo Verde
Irrigation District against Metropolitan. The lawsuit accuses Metropolitan of violatin g a 2004 agreement
that paid farmers to fallow land, freeing up water to be used in Southern California's coastal cities.

14. COMMINTS BY GENERAL MANAGER

Mr. Boone referred to a recent news article entitled the San Luis Rey llater Settlement: tribes,
cities are now "joined at the hip" (attached hereto as Exhibit C), commenting that the article did a good
job of explaining the Water Rights Settlement in a positive way.

Board of Dìrectors øuthorízed the followíng: Director Vdsquez to sttend the COWU
meeting on October 17, 2017 in Poway; President Miller to attend fhe CRWUA
Conference in Løs t December I3-15,2017.
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Mr. Boone updated the Board on the San Pasqual Canal Undergrounding Project, which is a
condition of the Water Rights Settlement. He stated that the District and the City of Escondido sent a joint
letter to the San Pasqual Tribe requesting the necessary right-of-way to construct the pipeline through the
tribe's private property.

Director Sanchez and President Miller reported on their attendance at the Water Rights
Settlement Celebration on September 23. Everyone agreed that the celebration was well organized and
well done. Mr. Boone commented on the video that was shown at the event, which was commissioned by
the San Luis Rey Indian Water Authority. He noted that Director of Water Resources Don Smith was
featured in the video, and he commended Mr. Smith for a job well done. Mr. Boone mentioned that the
video is now available on YouTube and Vimeo. He invited Director Vásquez, who was unable to attend
the event, to stop by his office at his convenience to view the video if he wishes.

Mr. Boone stated that the District's open enrollment period for health benefits has begun, and he
welcomed the Board to contact the Human Resources Manager if they have any questions.

15. ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to come before the Board, at9:31a.m. President Miller adjourned
the meeting to October 18,2017 at 8:30 a.m.

Bad taste, smell of water draws
complaints in Vista, Escondido

Water in Escondido and Vista has had an unpleasant smell and taste in

recent days -- butthat should taper off soon, officials said. The prcblem

was aesthetic; the waterwas safe fo drink, the said. (Getty Images)

An equipment glitch at aNorth County water treatment plant
is most likely behind the disagreeable taste and smell some
have noticed in Vista and Escondido tap water for more than
a week - but the unpleasantness should taper off in a day or
so, water officials said Tuesday.

Officials with the water districts that serve the two cities
underscored that the water has been and remains safe and that
the problem was aesthetic only.

"The water is clean and safe to drink," said Chris McKinney,
who oversees the water department run by the city of

Escondido. "I want to stress that to people. I have been drinking it every day."

To address the problem of smelly water, both districts have temporarily switched from using
local water - from Lakes Henshaw and Wohlford - to drawing it all from the San Diego
County Water Authority, which imports water. The smell and taste problem should be flushed
out of the system within a few days.

"We don't want to keep delivering water to people that some of them find distasteful,"
McKinney said.

The Vista Inigation District and Escondido's water department use the treatment plant by Lake
Dixon in Escondido. Roughly 10 days ago, the water coming out of the plant had taken on an

unpleasantness - not noticeable to everyone, but certainly to many customers. Each department
received perhaps four dozen complaints.

Vista, which serves about 28,600 metered customers, made the switch to importing nearly all of
its water from the San Diego County'Water Authority on Monday. As it turns out, the plan in
Vista had been to switch to more imported water come Oct. 13 due to annual canal maintenance.

Escondido, which has about 26,000 hookups, slowly dialed back on using local water and as of
Tuesday was using only imported water.



The source of the problem seems to have been linked to an equipment malfunction at the
heatment plant, a glitch that slightly decreased the amount of chlorine dioxide added to disinfect
the water, McKinney said. The chemical controls taste and odor.

It's unclear if the problem was exacerbated by organic material in Lake Henshaw. Vista
Irrigation Dishict, which owns the lake, says the water is down to about 11 percent capacity. But
that is not abnormal for this time of year, and the taste/smell problem has not occured in years

when the water was even lower, district spokeswoman AlisaNichols said.

A few residents of both cities said they noticed the change more than a week ago.

Shelley Spisak of Escondido retumed home Sept. 24 after a few days out of town and suddenly
found that her water tasted "moldy."

"I was so thirsty and I got home and had this big glass of water - and I spit it out," she said. She

changed the filtration system to no avail. She also noticed that the water at alocal church and

restaurant were also "off."

In the Foothill area of Vista, resident Deborah Brandt said she noticed the water tasted like
"metal, although dirty is also a good way to describe it."

"You couldn't miss it, the taste and the smell," she said. "I felt like it was creating this continual
metal taste that was affecting my taste buds."

Brandt said she was pleased that the aesthetic issues should be cleared up soon, but she's still
holding off for a little bit before using her tap water.

"I'm gonna stick to bottled $,ater right now, even when I am just brushing my teeth."

RECOMMENDATION:    Adopt a resolution amending the District’s Conflict of Interest Code.  
 
PRIOR BOARD ACTION: 

8/17/16 Adopted Resolution No. 16-23 amending the District’s Conflict of Interest Code. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT:    None. 
 
SUMMARY:    Section 87306.5 of the Government Code requires all local agencies in California to review 
their Conflict of Interest Code (Code) in even-numbered years and make amendments whenever necessary.  
Amended Codes must be approved by the San Diego County Board of Supervisors (County Board of 
Supervisors) before becoming effective 30 days after the Board of Supervisors’ approval. 
 
DETAILED REPORT:    On August 17, 2016, the Vista Irrigation District Board of Directors adopted 
revisions to the District’s Conflict of Interest Code (Code); the County Board of Supervisors approved the 
District’s revised Code on December 13, 2016. Since then, the position of “Water Resources Engineer” was 
replaced with the position of “Water Resources Specialist”. Based on the position’s duties, it is 
recommended that the Water Resource Specialist report under Disclosure Categories 1, 2, and 6 only.  
 
Staff further noted an omission to the Disclosure Category for the position of “Operations and Field 
Services Manager”. In addition to Disclosure Categories 2, 4, and 6, staff recommends adding Disclosure 
Category 1 due to the level of responsibility this position holds for making or participating in governmental 
decisions.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF 
VISTA IRRIGATION DISTRICT 

ADOPTING AN AMENDED CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE 
 
 WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of California enacted the Political Reform Act of 1974, 
Government Code Section 81000 et seq. (the “Act”), which contains provisions relating to conflicts of 
interest which potentially affect all officers, employees and consultants of the Vista Irrigation District and 
requires all public agencies to adopt and promulgate a Conflict of Interest Code; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Vista Irrigation District adopted a Conflict of Interest 
Code (the “Code”) which was amended on August 17, 2016, in compliance with Government Code 
Section 81000, et seq.; and 
 
 WHEREAS, subsequent changed circumstances with the Vista Irrigation District have made it

San Luis Rey \Mater Settlement: tribes,
cities are now ojoined at the hip'
David Ross I on September 29,2017
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On Monday, one time antagonists of a 5O-year battle in the courts over right rights, who
eventually became friends and allies, celebrated the San Luis Rey Indian Water Rights
Settlement.

They included representatives of the Rincon, Pala, Pauma, San Pasqual and La Jolla tribes, the
City of Escondido, Vista Inigation District and the San Luis Rey Indian Water Authority, whose
chairman is Bo Mazzetti, chairman of the Rincon tribe.

In the words of Assemblywoman Marie ìValdron, whose own recent legislation will make it
feasible for the tribes and water districts to deal directly on water issues: "As a l4-year member
of the Escondido city council, who was involved in the issue, I know how important and historic
this collaboration is. While the settlement is written in mere ink, the love, friendship and union
of the parties is what will bind it together!"

The day began with tours of the facilities involved, which included Lake Henshaw, the
Escondido reclamation plant and diversion canal, the Pala river bed and back to La Jolla
Campground, just off Hwy 76.

The representatives sat around picnic tables next to the greenish, rapidly flowing San Luis Rey
River, which carries water from Henshaw, which originates on the slopes and artesian springs of
Palomar Mountain, and ends in Oceanside.

In the 1880s the federal government gave away the water rights to the San Luis Rey to the cities
of Vista and Escondido. In the 1960s the tribes, which were largely destitute before the days of
Indian gaming, took those cities to court, claiming their water rights had been stolen. In those
days, the reservation was dry. "The cattle were dying. The trees were dying," recalls Mazzetti.

BoMazzetli's dad, the late MaxMazzetti, helped spearhead that legal challenge. The only one
left who has been involved with the case from the beginning is attomey Bob Pelcyger.

"I first heard the words San Luis Rey in 1967," he said. He stayed with the case until its recent
final settlement.

The settlement means the five tribes now have prominent seats at the water table and control
16,000 acre feet of water. The beauty of the settlement is that there are no winners and losers.
The tribes won back their water rights, but a new supply of water was created that provides
16,000 AF to Escondido and Vista.

This new supply was created by lining the bottom of the All-American Canal in the Imperial
Valley, which ca¡ries Colorado River water into California. This saved water from soaking into
the ground.

One party not happy about that outcome was Mexico, which challenged it in court-but
lost. o''We hadafight with Mexico," sudMazzetti. "They had to introduce another bill in
Congress to override that objection."

After many, ffiffiy years of court battles, the cities and the tribes concluded that their real enemy
wasn't each other, but the federal govemment.



"Our adversaries were Escondido and Vista and it was not their fault. Each of us came to rcalize
that it was the federal government's fault for giving the water away twice," said Mazze,tfi.

This settlement effects about 300,000 consumers and will impact the lower part of the San Luis
Rey basin.

"Now we have the water that we need," said Don A. Smith, director of water resources, Vista
Irrigation District CVID.)

Marty Miller, VID board president, added, "Forty-eight years of litigation and uncertainty and

we finally worked it out and we ended up with Vista getting a decent piece of the water pie. Now
we are getting the benefit and the tribe gets what they always said they had a right to."

Miller c¿Ìme on the VID board in 2008, when everybody thought the oofinal" deal had been

worked out, except that it wasn't settled then.

Pelcyger observed, "The last l5 years of delay was caused by the federal government changing
its position on what the meaning of the law that had been passed in 1988 meant."

Miller added, "'We had to have another bill passed in Congress that acknowledged what the bill
that was passed in 1988 said."

That bill, signed by President Ronald Reagan, gave the tribes "supplemental" water supplies.
Much wrangling occurred over whether o'supplemental" actually meant ooreplacement." The
tribes hired a former solicitor general of the United States under President Clinton, Seth
'Waxman, who argued that supplemental meant justthat. The feds called his opinion that of a
"hired guû," and wouldn't budge.

They wanted to provide 15,000 AF to the tribes, but not from the river. The hibes insisted they
were entitled to the original SLR water rights, and that the cities should get replacement water.
The question was, from where?

The eventual solution was to line the All American Canal and free up water, from which a
percentage was allocated for the cities, making them whole.

In 2000, in one of his final acts as a lawmaker, former area Congressman Ron Packard
shepherded a bill that specified the water would come from this source. More legal wrangling
followed. It wasn't until LAST December thata final bill was signed by President Obama.

"It's a unique settlement where the impossible became possible," saidMazzetti. "'When do you
find new sources of water? A source that benefits the whole region?" He adds this seeming
paradox, "Vy'e had to cut the pie in order to make the pie bigger!"

Chris McKinney, director of Utilities for the City of Escondido, said,'oFor Escondido it means

this supply of water we had been given in the 1800s is now secure." That the supply is one
quarter of the city's water use. .

There is one other bill that relates to this issue:



AB 1361, the bill that Mrs. Waldron co-authored with Assemblyman Eduardo Garcia (D -
Coachella) authorizes water dishicts to negotiate voluntary agreements to provide water to
Indian tribal lands that are outside the district if the lands are owned by the tribe. Supporters
included: Rincon Band of Luiseño Indians (source); City of Escondido; San Diego County V/ater
Authority; San Luis Rey Indian V/ater Authority; Sycuan Band of the Kumeyaay Nation; United
Aubum Indian Community; Vista Irrigation District.

The legislation was needed because federally recognized tribes are sovereign govemments, and
are not subject to state and local laws and regulations, except for those required under their
compacts.

Yet most tribes are unable to access services from nearby water dishicts without annexing
territory to those districts, a process which would subject sovereign tribal governments to state
and local regulations and thus violate tribal sovereignty.

AB 1361 allows water districts to negotiate voluntary agreements with sovereign tribal
govemments for the provision of water services in a manner that does not violate the sovereignty
of negotiating tribes. Tribes that negotiate voluntary agreements with neighboring water districts
must comply with all federal and tribal laws, and meet essentially the same terms and payments
applicable to other customers of a water dishict.

The supplemental water that the cities will get can only be consumed by them. They can't
compete with the Metropolitan Water District or the San Diego County Water Authority and sell
the water to another party.

At the end of 50 years, nobody knows how many dollars were spent in legal fees litigating what
has to be one of the longest cases in the U.S. history.

Pelcyger muses, "The bands unanimously said not only no, but hell no. We want to get our water
back and reverse an injustice. It took an additional fifteen years and another act ofCongress, and
it also took real courage and sacrifice."
