An Adjourned Meeting of the Board of Directors of Vista Irrigation District was held on

Wednesday, August 16,2017, at the offìces of the District, 1391 Engineer Street, Vista, California.

1. CALL TO ORDER

President Miller called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m.

2. ROLL CALL

PUBLIC COMMENT TIME

No public comments were presented on items not appearing on the agenda.

CONSENT CALENDAR

Director of Engineering Brian Smith provided brief clarification on agenda ltem 6. E, the Cash

Disbursement Report, regarding a payment made to Cass Construction, Inc., stating this this was the final
payment. Mr. Smith said that the overall cost of the project has tracked very close to the original budget

with only a couple of minor change orders.
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On Page 3 of the Cash Disbursement Report, General Manager Eldon Boone clarified that the
operating costs associated with the Escondido-Vista Water Treatment Plant (EVWTP) do not include the
On-site Chlorine Generation System Project (Project). Mr. Boone stated that the Project began in 2011
and is expected to be completed this fiscal year. The total cost to the District for this project was budgeted
at $3.3 million (20 percent of the overall cost) with the City of Escondido paying the remaining 80
percent.

Operations and Field Services Manager Frank Wolinski provided clarification regarding the
purchase of an asphalt grinder. He stated that this equipment is used every day by the District so renting
instead of purchasing would be cost prohibitive. The asphalt grinder currently owned by the District is
being replaced because it no longer meets State emissions requirements for full time use and will have to
be taken out of service entirely by 2020.

Staff recommended and the Board accepted Grant of Right of
Way (L50) via City of Vista Map Pl6-0032 for a specific water easement over a 54-unit condominium
project consisting of approximately 3.14 gross acres owned by Lennar Homes of California, Inc., a
California Corporation, located at 1630 South Melrose Drive, Vista (LN 2015-026; APN l83-220-30;
Drv No 4).

B. Waterline Project Approval

project, and directed staff to file the Notice of Exemption over a proposed 4-lot industrial development,
known as the Bosstick Norman Strasse Industrial Park, consisting of approximately 15.66 gross acres
owned by RAF Group Bosstick, L.L.C.,located at Bosstick Blvd. andNorman Strasse Road, San Marcos
(LN 2017-006; APNs 217-560-17, -24, -43 and -45; DIV 5).

7, RATE ADJUSTMENT POLICY

See staffreport attached hereto.

Mr. Boone said that the District's Rate Adjustment Policy (Policy) is presented for renewal by the
Board every four years. Finance Manager Marlene Kelleher presented an overview of the Policy and the
draft Notice of Public Hearing on Water Rates. She stated that the District is required to conduct a public
hearing for the approval of the District's policy for rate setting per Proposition2lS. She stated that staff
recommends continuing the District's current policy, which allows for the pass through of costs from the
San Diego County Water Authority (Water Authority) and for an annual inflationary adjustment, based on
the U.S. Department of Labor's Consumer Price Index. The Board expressed concern for any type of rate
increase.

Ms. Kelleher said that the Policy takes into consideration funding for the District's four reserve
accounts, including the Capital Improvement Reserve. She noted that, as shown on the graph, projected
Capital Improvement Reserves should be sufficient for the next 20 years if the Board retains the current
water rates and service charges and only allows for the Water Authority pass throughs and inflationary
adjustments. The Board reviewed and discussed the District's Reserve Policy and the list of capital
projects for fiscal years 201 I to 2037 .

Ms. Kelleher stated that staff is proposing to conduct the public hearing on October 1 8, 2017. The
Board discussed the Notice of Public Hearing (Notice) and the accompanying cover letter. The Board
agreed that the cover letter does a good job of explaining what the Board will be considering in the Public
Hearing. On the public notice itself, Director MacKenzie requested that a column be added to the

"Monthly Service Charge" box to show the bi-monthly service charge, since most of the District's
customers receive their bill on a bi-monthly basis. Hearing no objection from the rest of the Board, Mr.
Boone said that staff would add the column as suggested by Director MacKenzie.

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8. MATTERS PERTAINING TO THE ACTIVITIES OF THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY
WATf,R AUTHORITY

President Miller stated that there had not been a meeting of the Water Authority since his last
repoft. He updated the Board on the San Vicente Energy Storage project, stating that the Water Authority
has send out a Request for Proposals seeking a future partner/developer for the Project.

Mr. Boone reported that at the next meeting of the Water Authority Board of Directors on August
24, 2017 at 1:00 p.m. Roger Patterson, Assistant General Manager of the Metropolitan Water District
(MWD) will be presenting "Modernizing the System: California Waterfix Infrastructure". Mr. Boone said
that he believes this will be a well-attended presentation, and he suggested the Board consider attending if
their schedules permit.

Mr. Boone updated the Board regarding the V/ater Authority's position on wheeling water for the
San Luis Rey Indian Water Authority (SLRIWA) per the recent Indian Water Rights Settlement.

Mr. Boone reported on a proposed public goods charge on water to fund a low-income rate
assistance program. He stated that the Water Authority is preparing a comment letter on this proposal,
and the District will consider signing on to it or composing its own letter on the matter.

9. MBETINGS AND EVENTS

Directors Sanchez and MacKenzie repofted on their attendance at a public hearing of the State
Water Resources Control Board where the discussion centered on implementation of AB 401, and ideas
for the creation of a program to subsidize the cost of water for lower income residents in California. It
was noted that the language in AB 401 states that it is a human right to have water that is affordable and
accessible. Director MacKenzie commented that the word "affordable" could be subjective and should be
defined.

Director Dorey reported on his attendance at the meeting of the Councilof Water Utilities where
Tom Scaglione, Assistant General Manager of the Vallecitos Water District (VWD), presented VWD's
rate structure. Director Dorey noted that, like the District's rate structure, VWD's rate structure is based
on meter size rather than the class of customer (i.e. residential vs. industrial, etc.).

Director Vásquez repofted on his attendance at the Legislative Roundtable meeting at the Water
Authority where Assembly Member Lorena Gonzalez Fletcher spoke about water-related issues and
legislation affecting the state and San Diego region. Director Vásquez also reported on his attendance at
the ACWA Water Quality Committee meeting where there were presentations made regarding the
California Waterfix and steelhead monitoring.

Director MacKenzie reported on her attendance at a meeting of the San Diego Local Agencies
Formation Commission (LAFCO) where an employment contract for the incoming Executive Director,
Keene Simonds, was approved. LAFCO's current Executive Director, Mike Ott, will be retiring as of
August 3l , 2017 .

Director Vásquez requested to attend the presentation of "Modernizing the System: California
Waterfix Infrastructure" on August24,2017 at the Water Authority.

SUBJECT: GRANT OF RIGHT OF WAY  
 
RECOMMENDATION:   Accept Grant of Right of Way (L50) via City of Vista Map P16-0032 for a specific 
water easement over a 54-unit condominium project consisting of approximately 3.14 gross acres owned by 
Lennar Homes of California, Inc., a California Corporation, located at 1630 South Melrose Drive, Vista (LN 
2015-026; APN 183-220-30; DIV NO 4). 
  
PRIOR BOARD ACTION:  On October 6, 1999, the Board accepted Grant of Right of Way (F28) over 
APN 183-220-30 and Grant of Right of Way (S142) over APN 183-220-28.  
 
FISCAL IMPACT:    None. 
 
SUMMARY: The acceptance of Grant of Right of Way (L50) via City of Vista Map P16-0032 will allow 
the District to secure a dedicated specific water easement over Assessor Parcel Number (APN) 183-220-30 
and allow the owner to record the map with the County Recorder.  
 
DETAILED REPORT:    The District currently has Grant of Right of Way (S142) for the waterlines within 
the existing private road. Grant of Right of Way (L50) will allow the proposed water meters and fire-hydrant 
to be within a dedicated specific water easement.  
 
The owner is in the process of completing improvement and grading plans for their project.  Once the plans 
have been completed, the project will be brought to the Board at a subsequent meeting for consideration of 
approval.

SUBJECT: WATERLINE PROJECT APPROVAL  
 
RECOMMENDATION:   Approve this waterline project, and direct staff to file the Notice of Exemption 
over a proposed 4-lot industrial development, known as the Bosstick Norman Strasse Industrial Park, 
consisting of approximately 15.66 gross acres owned by RAF Group Bosstick, L.L.C., located at Bosstick 
Blvd. and Norman Strasse Road, San Marcos (LN 2017-006; APNs 217-560-11, -24, -43 and -45; DIV 5). 
 
PRIOR BOARD ACTION:  None. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT:    None. 
 
SUMMARY: On June 16, 2017, the District signed the grading plans for this waterline project. The 
approval of this water system will allow the General Manager to sign the construction contract when the 
owner returns it and will allow the owner to continue with the development of their project.    
 
DETAILED REPORT: Under District inspection, the owner’s contractor will install approximately 60 
feet of 8” waterline, four 1 ½” domestic water services, four 1” irrigation water services, three 8” fire services 
and make connections as approved on the plans.  The owner will also submit applications and pay the 
necessary fees to the District for water meters.  
 
The approval of this waterline project will allow the owner to proceed with the development of their project.

SUBJECT: ASPHALT GRINDER 
  
RECOMMENDATION:    Approve the purchase of a portable diesel-powered asphalt grinder from Asphalt 
Zipper, Inc. in the amount of $133,721.23.   
 
PRIOR BOARD ACTION: The asphalt grinder was included in the 2018 Budget as Item 18-10 for 
$135,000.  
 
FISCAL IMPACT:  $133,721.23. 
 
SUMMARY:     The current asphalt grinder has proven to be an essential piece of equipment in optimizing 
efficiency for the District’s main line replacement program. Regulations on diesel engine exhaust emissions 
have limited the use and time frame the District can operate this piece of equipment. Replacement of the 
asphalt grinder will maintain efficiencies on main line replacement projects and ensure District compliance 
with air pollution control regulations.   
   
DETAILED REPORT:     On July 17, 2002, the Board approved the purchase of an asphalt grinder 
manufactured by Asphalt Zipper, Inc. This asphalt grinder has been in service for over 15 years and has 
proven to be an integral piece of equipment to construction crews working on the main line replacement 
program. The asphalt grinder has eliminated the need for asphalt saw cutting as well as costs associated with 
asphalt cutting, hauling and disposal. Additionally, ground asphalt can be incorporated with backfill material, 
thus reducing import material costs.  
 
In January 2015, the asphalt grinder’s diesel engine had to be registered as a low use engine, limiting its 
operation to 80 hours or less in a calendar year per the San Diego Air Pollution Control District; the asphalt 
grinder will have to be retired by 2020 per State regulations. The selected asphalt grinder manufactured by 
Asphalt Zipper, Inc. has a Tier 4 compliant diesel engine that meets current exhaust emissions standards for 
California.   
 
Asphalt Zipper, Inc. is the only known manufacturer of a portable asphalt grinder that produces an equivalent 
to the District’s current unit with respect to asphalt grinding depth and width capabilities along with engine 
performance. Additionally, the District’s existing 30” and 36” cutting heads are compatible with a new model 
asphalt grinder manufactured by Asphalt Zipper, Inc., eliminating the need to purchase additional cutting 
heads. For the above stated reasons as well as the proven reliability of the District’s current equipment, the 
new portable diesel-powered asphalt grinder manufactured by Asphalt Zipper, Inc. is recommended as a sole 
source purchase in accordance with the District’s purchasing policy and procedures.

SUBJECT: RATE ADJUSTMENT POLICY 
 
RECOMMENDATION:  Review the District’s Rate Adjustment Policy and draft Notice of Public Hearing 
on Water Rates. 
 
PRIOR BOARD ACTION:    

7/15/2009 Conducted a public hearing and adopted Resolution Number 09-40 which renewed the 
pass through of San Diego County Water Authority (Water Authority) costs and annual 
inflationary adjustments (Rate Adjustment Policy) for a five year period.   

10/9/2013 Conducted a public hearing and adopted Resolution Number 13-38 renewing the 
District’s Rate Adjustment Policy for a period of five years. 

 
FISCAL IMPACT:  Renewal of the Rate Adjustment Policy ensures that the District’s revenues and reserves 
sufficiently fund current and future operations and capital costs.   
 
SUMMARY:  To comply with the procedural requirements of Proposition 218, staff has prepared a Notice 
of Public Hearing on Water Rates to consider the renewal of the Rate Adjustment Policy.  The Notice of 
Public Hearing informs the public of the District’s proposal to 1) reaffirm the District’s pass through of cost 
adjustments from the Water Authority for a period of five years; and, 2) reaffirm the District’s annual 
inflationary adjustments for a period of five years. 
 
DETAILED REPORT:   The Rate Adjustment Policy is comprised of two components: the pass through of 
Water Authority costs and annual inflationary adjustments.  The pass through of Water Authority costs 
ensures that one of the District’s single largest cost components is adjusted whenever the Water Authority 
makes changes to its rates and charges.  The annual inflationary adjustment is based on the U.S. Department 
of Labor’s Consumer Price Index (CPI) – All Urban Consumers – San Diego, California for the previous 
calendar year ended.  This adjustment is only applied to costs other than from the Water Authority.  It is 
important to note that an adjustment to either component can result in an increase or decrease in the District’s 
water rates. 
 
A history of the monthly impact on a typical residential customer from the inflationary adjustment and Water 
Authority pass through since the last renewal is as follows: 
 

  2014  2015  2016  2017 
Inflationary Adjustment $ 0.82 $ 1.09 $ 0.98 $ 2.75 
CWA Pass Through $ 1.35 $ 1.80 $ 3.41 $ 1.44 

 
The Rate Adjustment Policy takes into consideration funding for the District’s reserves. The District has four 
reserves: Emergency and Contingency, Working Capital, Water Purchase Stabilization and Capital 
Improvement which are explained in more detail in the attached “Board Approved Reserves”.  As shown in 
the attached “Capital Project List”, the anticipated level of capital spending fluctuates from year to year based 
on timing of projects; the District’s annual capital costs are expected to average $7 million over the next 20 
years.  As such, the Capital Improvement Reserve will grow in some years and be drawn down in others 
when capital costs are higher. 



 
The attached “Projected Capital Improvement Reserve” displays the projected balance of this reserve over 
the next 20 years. The projection indicates that if the Board retains the current water rates and service charges 
and only allows for Water Authority pass throughs and inflationary adjustments, the District should be able 
to sufficiently fund its operations and capital needs in the future. 
 
California voters passed Proposition 218 in 1996, which established noticing and other procedural requirements 
for “property-related fees or charges.”  Upon determination by the California Supreme Court in 2006 that water 
rates are subject to the requirements of Proposition 218, the District has complied with all of the procedural 
requirements of Proposition 218, including preparation of the attached Notice of Public Hearing.  The Notice 
informs the public that the District will be considering the renewal of the Rate Adjustment Policy on October 18, 
2017.

RESERVE POLICY 

 
 

Capital Improvement: 
 
The purpose of this reserve is to provide funding for the District’s Capital Improvement 
Program.  The District continually updates the Capital Improvement Program as 
priorities, designs, and estimated costs change.  The only commitment to actual funding 
of capital improvements occurs annually with the adoption of the District’s capital 
budget. 
 
 
Emergency and Contingency: 
 
The purpose of this reserve is for unanticipated expenses resulting from emergencies 
including, but not limited to earthquakes, floods, winds, fires, and damages to or 
destruction of District facilities and property. This reserve represents approximately 10% 
of the District's capital assets, net of accumulated depreciation. 
 
 
Working Capital: 
 
The purpose of this reserve is for operating revenue and expense variances, such as 
reduced water sales, tax and investment revenues, and/or increased operating expenses, 
such as extraordinary measures necessary as the result of unforeseen climatic, operational 
and economic conditions. This reserve represents approximately 20% of annual water 
sales. 
 
 
Water Purchase Stabilization: 
 
Due to large fluctuations in the production of local water, the District is constantly 
exposed to large swings in the cost of purchasing water from the San Diego County 
Water Authority.  The purpose of this reserve is to accumulate funds during wet years to 
help offset the financial burden sustained during dry years.

We would like to describe what the
Notice means to customers of the Vista Irrigation District (VID).

The Notice informs customers that VID will have a public hearing on October 18,2017 to consider the

renewal of a policy VID adopted in June 2005 and renewed in 2009 and20l3.

VID delivers water to you from Northern California, the Colorado River and Pacific Ocean via Carlsbad

Desalination Plant through the region's wholesaler, the San Diego County Water Authority (Water

Authority), and Lake Henshaw, which is owned by VID. The Water Authority incurs costs to import

water from up to 500 miles away, and VID incurs costs to supply water from Lake Henshaw and to

maintain VID's infrastructure of pipelines and facilities that are up to 90 years old.

The Notice explains that VID's Rate Adjustment Policy governs future water rate changes which can be

changed in two ways as follows:

o Any time the San Diego County Water Authority (CWA) adjusts their rates, VID's rates

will also be adjusted to match the change.

o Every year, VID's rates will be adjusted to match the Consumer Price Index. This

adjustment will only be applied to VID specific costs and not to costs charged by CWA.

VID is 4!!proposing any changes to current water rates.

As a governmental entity, and unlike a private utility, VID does not make a profit or have shareholders,

and all revenues go back into the water system. This means that revenue derived from water rates will not

exceed the cost to provide water service to customers, and the revenues will not be utilized for any

purpose other than financing VID's operating and capital needs.

Customers will be notified in advance on their water bills of any water rate changes.
